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Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, head of Al-Hikma National Movement, met with the Ambassador of
Australia to Iraq, Her Excellency Ms. Paula Elizabeth Ganly on 11/9/2023, and exchanged views
on the political developments in Iraq and the region, as well as the bilateral relations
between Irag and Australia.

H.E. stressed the importance of enhancing bilateral relations in both the agricultural and
economic sectors, and the significance of benefiting from the Australian experience in
agriculture, irrigation, and water resource management.
