Sayyid Al-Hakeem receives Kuwaiti Ambassador, reiterates call to end
international coalition, replace with bilateral ties
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Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, Head of Al-Hikma National Movement, met with His Excellency, the
Ambassador of the State of Kuwait, Mr. Tareq Abdullah Al-Faraj on 20/3/2024, and discussed The
bilateral relations between our two countries and ways to enhance them, as well as the latest
developments in the local and regional political landscape, particularly the events in Gaza.
