Sayyid Al-Hakeem: federal & local governments commit to provide services

In the guesthouse of Sayyids Al Yasser, Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, Head of Al-Hikma National
Movement, met with several of their sheikhs and dignitaries in the holy city of Karbala, at the
guesthouse of Dr. Sayyid Musafir Al-Yasiri. We reminisced about the shared relationship with
his cousins in serving Islam and the nation, explaining the relationship between the political
system and external interference.
