Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Elections Decisive, Support for Upgrading Khan Bani Saad to
District to Strengthen Services, Administration
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Sayyid Ammar Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers’ Alliance, met on Wednesday morning,
October 8, 2025, with a group of sheikhs and dignitaries from Khan Bani Saad Subdistrict.
