Sayyid Al-Hakeem From St. Joseph Cathedral Extends Christmas Greetings,
Affirms Iraqi Christian Community Authenticity
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From St. Joseph Chaldean Catholic Cathedral in Baghdad, and in the presence of Cardinal Louis
Sako, Patriarch of the Chaldeans in Iragq and worldwide, and Prime Minister Mohammed Shia’ Al-
Sudani, His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers’ Alliance, extended
