Sayyid Al-Hakeem Receives Australian Ambassador, Reviews Bilateral Relations,
Political, Economic Developments
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His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers’ Alliance, received the
Australian Ambassador to Iraq, His Excellency Mr. Glenn Miles, to His office in Baghdad on
Sunday evening, January 18, 2026.
